for The Birds of Scotland, a two volume publication covering a total of 509 bird
species. This publication is a remarkable achievement that sets a new benchmark
for regional avifaunas.

Alistair Fothergill

for significant contribution to the understanding and appreciation of zoology; in
particular, for his direction of Deep Blue. Much of the film’s footage was originally
shot for the television series Blue Planet, the most comprehensive documentary of
its type ever committed to film.

Field Marshall Sir John Chapple
for long and distinguished service to the Zoological Society of London, and his
contribution to wildlife conservation.

Peter Olney

for his work to promote good practice and responsible management of wildlife in
captivity, and his broader work for the zoo community.

Category 2 - Awarded to a Fellow of the Society or any other person for contribution
to the understanding and appreciation of zoology, including such activities as public
education in natural history and wildlife conservation.

for his original and informative television series that have helped a wider general
public to appreciate the origins and functions of the British landscape.

Dr Michael Brambell
for his major contribution to the work of ZSL.

Dr George B Rabb
for his outstanding contribution to animal conservation at world level.

Mr Jonathan Kingdon
for contribution by both art and science to the public understanding and
appreciation of zoology.

Miss Jane Goodall
for her pioneering contribution and continuing efforts to achieve understanding of
the biology, behaviour and conservation of the great apes and primates.
